ERF COVID Monitor Data Brief 

The data for each wave will become publicly available through ERF’s open data portal (www.erfdataportal.com) one month after each wave is completed. Waves will generally start two months apart. The first wave commenced end-October 2020. Data include 2000 households and 200 firms per wave. Every effort will be made to track households and firms through the panel, and a refresher sample will be added as needed. 
The household sample will cover individuals with mobile phones ages 18-64. The household questionnaire covers the following sections (see attached questionnaires):

The firm samples will cover formal small and medium firms with 6-199 workers as of February 2020. The firm samples will be stratified by size categories (6-49 and 50-199 workers) and broad industry sectors to ensure a sufficient sample of small and medium enterprises across industries but weighted to ultimately be representative of small and medium enterprises. 
The firm questionnaire covers:
